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High Speed rail leaflet available for residents

proposals for the High Speed Rail line as they affect Buckinghamshire. The
idea behind the leaflet is to ensure that Buckinghamshire residents are kept
fully informed and have the opportunity to contribute to all discussions. 
 
The leaflet is initially being distributed to parish and town councils,
libraries and community groups along the proposed route from from this
Saturday (3 April).

The leaflet sets out key facts and information about the HS2 proposals, its
preferred route, and it outlines what will happen next and details about
where you can find further information.
 
Val Letheren, Buckinghamshire county Council Cabinet Member for
Transportation said: 'If Britain is serious about delivering a second High
Speed rail line in the future, it needs to be economically viable and follow
the least harmful route possible to the environment. By announcing a
preferred route which cuts right through the heart of Buckinghamshire, this
will cause severe harm to our beautiful countryside and our residents. 
 
'Of course, you can't escape the fact that a scheme on this scale will have a
detrimental effect on any local environment; however crossing Buckinghamshire
will destroy large sections of some of the South East's outstanding areas of
beauty, including protected areas such as the Chiltern Hills. 
 
'We know there are other options and we will be campaigning on behalf of our
residents to ensure the Government listens and understands that there are
alternative routes, which could more successfully deliver this nationally
important scheme.'
