SIGN UP NOW FOR WYCOMBE PRE-DRIVER COURSE AT EASTER
 
A GROUP OF HIGH WYCOMBE driving instructors are planning another popular
two-day off-road courses for teenagers on the 6th and 7th April.
 
Participants, aged 16+, will drive around the grounds of Wycombe High School
in dual controlled cars, as well as attend classroom sessions that will help
to make them more aware of the responsibility involved with driving.
 
One of the organisers Roger Johnston said: "We run these courses because we
feel it is important to alert young people to how vulnerable they are when
driving, before they are even old enough to drive on a public road. 
 
"We have speakers who put the message across in a very powerful way and by
reaching them early; we feel they are more likely to behave responsibly when
they do get on the road, instead of treating cars like toys to have fun with.
Over the years we have had very positive feedback from parents as well as the
pupils themselves."
 
The driving sessions on the course will include steering around cones,
changing gear, hillstarts and driving test manoeuvres, such as bay parking.
There will also be a brake reaction tester and a Highways Agency patrol
vehicle on site. 
 
In the classroom, participants will learn some driving theory and hear
presentations by speakers from the Fire Service, the Magistrate's Service,
the DSA and the County Council's Road Safety Team. And for the first time, a
speaker from Trading Standards will be there with tips about what to look for
when buying a secondhand car.
 
Valerie Letheren Cabinet Member for Transportation said: "We are committed to
raising awareness of the responsibility that comes with driving, equipping
young people with the skills needed to keep them and other road users safe.
Education through this type of preventative approach is an effective way of
instilling good habits in young drivers. 17 -24 year old road users are
overrepresented in the number of people that are killed or seriously injured
on the roads and we, with our partners, are committed to try to reduce these
sad statistics."
 
The non-profit-making course is run by the Association of Wycombe Driving
Instructors and will be held at Wycombe High School in the Easter holidays on
Tuesday, April 6 and Wednesday, April 7 from 8.45am to 4.30pm. The cost is
£105 per person. Participants are entitled to a free driving lesson with an
association member once they are old enough.
