Buckinghamshire's Community Safety Partnership is urging people across the
county to put security at the top of their New Year's resolution list.
Residents are being urged to beat the burglars by property marking valuable
Christmas presents as soon as possible.
 
Unfortunately, every year Christmas gifts are stolen from their owners and
sometimes gifts are recovered but not able to be restored to their owner as
they are unidentifiable. You can reduce the chance of this happening to you
by property marking your gift.
 
If you have been lucky enough to receive a new Mobile Phone, an iPod, a New
Bike, a Satellite Navigation System or any other valuable present in your
Christmas stocking, REMEMBER it is vital to security mark these items and
make a note of their make and their serial numbers. You can visit
www.immobilise.com to record your details on a free and secure national
database. 
 
This crime prevention advice has been issued to coincide with a historical
seasonal rise in burglaries, thefts and robberies, which always tend to
increase at this time of year.
 
Deputy Leader Bill Chapple said:"It takes just a few minutes to mark items
but it can save a lot of heartache. If it is expensive, it is desirable, so
get it marked, and never leave it on display in your car or near a window. No
thief wants property that is so easily identifiable that it is just too hot
for them to handle."
 
Free property marking kits are available and being distributed across the
county throughout January (2010). You can pick up a property marking kit
from your local district council and Buckinghamshire County Council all
throughout the month of January. Effectively marking your property is a
fundamental step in avoiding theft of valuables. Thieves hate marked items
because they are exposed to risk if caught with them and they cannot sell
them on to criminal receivers.
