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HIGHWAY TEAMS SOLDIER ON THROUGH THE SNOW
 
Transport for Buckinghamshire's highways teams are continuing to work around
the clock to keep roads passable through the difficult weather conditions and
they will continue to work through the weekend as further snow is forecast.
 
Roads were treated last night(Thursday)in the south in the evening and in the
north in the early morning to deal with icy conditions. Throughout today
(Friday) gritters have been out treating the precautionary network, and gangs
are continuing to fill grit bins and spread grit in town/ village centre
areas.
 
Local Area Technicians have also been out in their areas to assist with hand
spreading, collection of sand and to temporarily fill pot holes. Towed
spreaders are being used to help break up ice and to give residents a pathway
on untreated estate roads.
 
Valerie Letheren, Cabinet Member for Transport for Buckinghamshire said: "We
are still facing freezing temperatures with the possibility of snow later in
the weekend. The teams will continue to work through the weekend to keep our
key routes as operational as possible. Please can I remind drivers to take
extra care and think about the necessity of their journey. We will be keeping
a close eye on the weather forecast and treating the network in the best way
possible."
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
