Polling Day – Thursday 3 May 2007

Key dates

Notice of Election – 5pm Tuesday 27 March 2007 (This will be displayed locally by this date)


Close of Nominations – Noon Wednesday 4 April 2007 (District Council Elections Office can then let you know who is standing in your parish)


Publication of Statement of Persons Nominated – Noon Tuesday 10 April 2007 

Close of Withdrawals – Noon Wednesday 11 April 2007

Notice of Poll – 5pm Wednesday 25 April 2007


Absent Votes – Anyone who is on the register can have a postal vote for no reason, either for an indefinite period, just for this election (helpful if you are on holiday) or away for a period of time (useful for students in temporary accommodation). For details of how to secure Absent Voting forms, please contact your District Council Election Office.

Nomination process and informal checking
Candidates must ensure that they are on the Register of Electors. The last date the District Council can receive registration forms to add a person to the Register, to be eligible to stand for election, is Friday 9 March 2007, such Register will then come into effect on Monday 2 April 2007.

It is up to the individual candidate to return nomination forms to District Council. Nomination packs are available from the District Council Elections Office. 

NB: Both the Nomination Paper and Consent to Nomination must be completed in order for a candidate nomination to be accepted.

Parish elections: These require a proposer and a seconder from the relevant Parish or Parish Ward they are standing for. The candidate, proposer and seconder must sign the nomination paper, print their name and include their full electoral register number (i.e. the letter representing the polling district (on the front cover of the register) together with the number beside the elector’s name. Make sure you use the correct register, either the new one published on 2 April 2007 or no older than 1 December 2006.
The Consent to Nomination: This must also be completed and signed in order for the District Council to accept the candidate’s nomination. At least one section (a), (b), (c), or (d) must be filled in. The witness can be anyone (except officers in the District Council Election Office).
