1. Introduction

1.2 The Neighbourhood Plan has been prepared by the Parish Council, a
qualifying body, for the Neighbourhood Area covering the whole of the

parish of Ched dington , as designated by Aylesbury Vale District Council on 1
October 2013 .

1.3 The policies described in the Neighbourhood Plan relate to the
development and use of land in the designated Neighbourhood Area. The
plan period of the Neighbourhood Plan is from 1 April 2015 to 31 March 2033
and it does not contain policies relating to excluded development in
accordance with the Regulations.

1 the making of the neighbourhood development plan is in general
conformity with the strategi ¢ policies contained in the development
plan for the area of the authority (or any part of that area),

breach, and is otherwise comp  atible with, EU obligations.

2.2 The Steering Group was formed comprising parish councillors and
members of the local community . However, as qualifying body, the Parish

2.3 The Parish Council has consulted the local comm unity extensively since
the start of 2012. Groups of local residents have been established to review

and agree which issues should be addressed by the plan. There have also
been community surveys to obtain the fullest view of local community

co ncerns, need s and wants from the CNP.

2.4 The Parish Council has worked closely with officers of AVDC since the start

of the project to collate and examine the evidence base, to design and

iterate policy proposals and to define the proper relationship between the
Neighbourhood Plan and the 2004 Local Plan and the then Vale of Aylesbury
Plan (VAP) and since the withdrawal of that plan, the emerging Vale of
Aylesbury Local Plan (VALP) . The outcome of that work is the submission
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
