BUCKS COUNCILLORS NEWS. 
Buckinghamshire Council and FCC Environ-
ment unveil bug hotel to celebrate new 
Household Recycling Centre contract. 
On 1 April FCC Environment begins a new five-year con-
tract to manage the nine Household Recycling Centres 
across Buckinghamshire and to celebrate the milestone, 
the council and its contractor have teamed up with a local 
Men in Sheds group to create bespoke bug hotels to en-
courage insect life and diversity at all of the sites. 

The sites already attract over a million visits a year and 
handle more than 60,000 tonnes of waste. The new con-
tract is worth Ã15 million over five years rising to Ã28.5 
million over ten years if the contract is extended. 

Peter Strachan, Buckinghamshire Councilôs Cabinet 
Member for Climate Change and Environment, comment-
ed: ñItôs been a privilege to take part in the new contract 
celebration and open the new bug hotel at Aston Clinton 
Recycling Centre. FCC Environment have consistently 
demonstrated their dedication to improving reuse, repair 
and recycling across the county. Buckinghamshire Coun-
cil looks forward to building on this success over the du-
ration of the new contract.ò 

Steve Longdon, FCC Operations Director, said: ñWe have 
operated the facilities in Buckinghamshire since 2012 and 
we have worked hard during this time to deliver an ex-
ceptional service, so we are delighted to have secured 
the new contract to provide the ongoing management 
and operation of the nine Household Recycling Centres. 

ñThe new contract will enable us to continue our relation-
ship with Buckinghamshire Council and South Bucks 
Hospice to embrace new ways of working focusing on the 
waste prevention, repair and reuse agenda that is vital if 
we are to meet our Net Zero targets as a nation.ò 

Jackie Ward, South Bucks Hospice Chief Executive Of-
ficer, said: ñSouth Bucks Hospice are thrilled to continue 
operating the reuse shops at Aston Clinton and High 
Wycombe Recycling Centres working with FCC Environ-
ment to ensure even more of Buckinghamshireôs waste is 
reused. The new contract not only benefits the environ-
ment but also supports the fantastic work of the hospice 
to provide end-of-life care and family support.ò 

Residents have recently expressed their happiness at the 
level of service provided at the recycling centres. During 
November/December last year 2,238 visitors took part in 
a customer satisfaction survey. The report was conduct-
ed across the nine sites during peak and off-peak times 
and outlines overall customer satisfaction ratings, what 
items were brought to the centre, the frequency of cus-
tomer visits, and key performance indicators such as site 
cleanliness, queuing, website information, safety advice 
and procedures. 

100% of those interviewed said that they were either sat-
isfied or very satisfied with the site staff and service pro-
vided at the Household Recycling Centres.

Buckinghamshire Adult Learning shortlisted 
for 2022 Family Learning Awards.  The Family 
Learning Team at Buckinghamshire Adult Learning have 
been shortlisted for this yearôs Family Learning Award. 
The awards show how organisations are using imagina-
tive, innovative and inclusive ways to deliver learning op-
portunities which help families in their communities. 

The awards, organised by education charity Campaign 
for Learning, celebrate learning activities that supported 
families during lockdown and beyond and supported 
health and wellbeing. 

As to be expected, some of the top priorities for organisa-
tions were focused around the significant changes to how 
learning is delivered beyond the pandemic, keeping fami-
lies connected, boosting mental health and ensuring eve-
ryone can access opportunities to learn. 

The Buckinghamshire Family Learning team developed a 
full, interactive online course programme during the pan-
demic for families, while addressing current learning 
needs as well as those identified or amplified by recent 
world events. They supported parents to access online 
learning as well as developing their own digital skills. All 
information is shared through a Google Classroom so 
everyone receives the same information and time for re-
flection. Learners use the Classroom to communicate 
with each other and support each other following the ses-
sion. 

Parents have given excellent feedback on the Family 
Learning courses, stating that they have helped build 
their confidence, reduce their social isolation, develop 
their language skills and realise the importance of play. 

One parent said: ñThe courses have given me confidence 
to explore more play options to encourage my son's 
learning.

Council Tax Ã150 energy rebate payments. 
The Ã150 rebate to every household in council tax bands 
A to D will be paid over the next few weeks to help offset 
rising fuel costs. There is also a discretionary rebate 
which Buckinghamshire Council is paying to help house-
holders in other Council Tax bands who are on specific 
benefits.  If you pay your Council Tax by direct debit you 
will receive your rebate faster and direct into your bank 
account.  The Council Tax team will be sending out de-
tails on how to provide your bank details if donôt pay by 
direct debit to ensure you receive your payment. 

Chiltern Beechwood Special Area of Conser-
vation - CBSAC. CBSAC or Ashridge Estate/Woods 
as we locally refer to the area, includes the Ivinghoe Hills 
and Wendover Woods. These areas are suffering signifi-
cant damage as a result of increasing leisure usage. This 
has become ever more a problem over the past 6 or 7 
years and even more so as a result of Covid 19 encour-
aging outdoor activities. 

The Chiltern Beechwoods (Ashridge) are adversely im-
pacted by ramblers, joggers, bikers and visitors. Obvious-
ly increased local population will increase the adverse 
impact so measures are to be taken to mitigate this. 

Two 500m exclusion zones have been identified by Da-
corumôs Local Plan and endorsed by Natural Eng-
land.  Both zones extend into Bucks. These do not impact 
Cheddington but will impact areas close to Tring. There is 
a presumption against any net increase of new homes 
within these 500 metres of the Special Area of Conserva-
tion. 
Further, 12.6 kilometres and 1.7 kilometres Zones of In-
fluence have been created which extend throughout the 
Ivinghoe Ward. The Habitats Regulations are clear that 
development proposals in the zones of influence must not 
give rise to adverse effects on the integrity of the Special 
Area of Conservation either alone or in combination with 
other plans or development proposals. If it is likely, or 
even where it is uncertain that a significant adverse effect 
will occur, then measures must be secured to either avoid 
or mitigate the impact. If it is not possible to avoid or miti-
gate an adverse impact, then planning permission will be 
refused. This will cause delays to all applications for addi-
tional housing, especially large scale, but should not af-
fect extensions or replacement houses. 
Any application by Ainscough for 320 new houses in 
Marsworth, and the 100 houses proposed for the or-
chards to the south of Station Road Cheddington will now 
have to incorporate mitigation measures, clearly that will 
take time and prove difficult.

Cheddington  
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What a wonderful spring time. Perfect for all the spring 
flowers everywhere and the trees and hedges are starting 
to green up. I do hope you notice when you are out and 
about. It is wonderfully therapeutic to take notice of what 
is around us. 

Of course, we are also starting to see the flocks of sheep 
and lambs in the fields and it is fun to watch all the little 
ones playing. The brown fields are greening up too with 
rows of seedlings just appearing. Behind our house you 
can just see the rows of beans emerging, the seed was 
planted in March and conditions have been good. 
Through Wing Park rows of spring barley are appearing 
and developing into strong plants. Itôs a time of great 
promise.  

Meanwhile the winter wheat fields are looking very 
healthy. The plants in the fields around the village are 
growing so fast you can almost see it. When out walking 
in the next month or so you should see big differences 
every week. A few weeks after reading this article the 
ears of corn will be emerging.  

Here we grow wheat for flour, animal feed, and your 
breakfast cereals such as Weetabix. Barley keeps the 
brewers busy supplying the pubs and supermarkets with 
all the beers available nowadays. So many. I donôt know 
how beer drinkers can choose! Oats are another animal 
food and breakfast cereal like porridge. Porridge has in-
creased in popularity as it is such an easy, healthy and 
satisfying meal. We also grow peas and beans here. 
Wonderful protein foods for humans and animals alike! 

These days farming is a highly mechanised operation. 
The importance of putting the exact amounts of dressings 
on the fields is paramount. So, for some years now the 
accent has been on precision farming. This form of agri-
culture is using new technologies to collect field infor-
mation, doing the right thing at the right time. Using satel-
lites, the collected information is used to precisely evalu-
ate optimum sowing density, estimate fertilizers and other 
input needs more accurately and predict crop yields. It 
helps in avoiding unwanted practices in a crop regardless 
of local or soil conditions reducing labour, water con-
sumptions, fertilizers, pesticides etc and assures quality 
produce.

 
The above Figure shows an illustration of precision farm-
ing.  

At Watergate Farm lambing open days are at an end but I 
do hope you have taken the young family to see lambs 
being fed by the ewes, orphans on the bottle and even a 
lambing if you are very lucky. Visiting farms opens our 

eyes to the amount of hands-on work and love that goes 
into farming.  

Next month lôll be giving you some dates and locations for 
Open Farm Sunday, the Young Farmers Show and the 
Herts Show. Having had a long period of restrictions all 
these events will be taking place again and its important 
to support them. 

Farming is a vocational business without doubt! We all 
love it. I canôt imagine a life for me anywhere else but in 
the countryside. So get out there and appreciate all it has 
to offer! Itôs so good for you. 

LAND AT THE FORMER CHURCH HILL 
FARM.  For some time I have been concerned by the 
current state of dereliction of the 32 acres of land that 
was once the orchard run by Godfrey Isaccs. Right now 
itôs a sorry sight.  

Currently the site is split between about six owners. I al-
ways believed and still believe that this 32 acres of re-
dundant orchard land will never be built upon. From the 
earliest Cheddington Village Plans it was never envis-
aged that this important site would fall into the hands of 
developers. The principal policy affecting the site was 
one that sought to protect it insofar as its landscape con-
tribution to the Village and to preserve the separation it 
affords to the two distinct parts of the village settlement. 
The Neighbourhood Plan - that was overwhelmingly sup-
ported by a Referendum ï underpins this opinion.  

l expect the Planning Application 21/04688/AOP dated 07 
December 2021 not to be pursued. If this happens I 
would like the Parish Council to call together the several 
landowners of this 32 acre site to see if an accord can be 
achieved on how these owners can achieve a return on 
their investment by jointly leasing their land as a whole 
estate for a sustainable agricultural holding for a possible 
fruit growing enterprise for an attractive 40 year tenure. 

On the fruit growing front there has been considerable 
advancements. The introduction of the latest varieties 
have coincided with greater demand from both consum-
ers and retailers for locally grown apples. This increased 
the confidence of English growers has encouraged in-
vestment in new, highly productive orchards and innova-
tive equipment to improve efficiencies. Many modern or-
chards were planted much more intensively than previ-
ously with up to 3,500 trees per hectare supported by 
posts and wires. There are about 2.5 acres to a hectare ï 
thatôs 28,000 productive apple trees on this site. Much 
research has been undertaken to minimise the use of 
chemicals and to make greater use of beneficial insects. 
Additionally, growers invested heavily in new packhouses 
and cold stores all designed to operate efficiently and 
minimise the use of energy. As a result of all these fac-
tors, since 2003 there has been a massive revival in the 
English apple industry. The length of the season has 
been increased with several varieties now available in 
April and May whilst English apples have increased their 
share of the total market from a low point of 23% in 2003 
to 38% in 2011. Growing more produce ï especially fruit 
ï at home is more important in the post Brexit period. 

There is also renewed interest in grape cultivation. The 
gradual warming of the UK climate is making wine pro-
duction a real possibility and this site might be suited for 
this purpose.  

FARMING & OUR FOOD

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR 
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Over recent years French wine growers have been con-
cerned about the effect of climate change that has ad-
versely affected Champagne production in the Marne Val-
ley region. To counter this the French have looked at 
sites in the UK in which to grow grapes for sparkling wine 
production but many have been rejected for geological 
reasons. For example one East Sussex site got the par-
tial go-ahead until test holes were dug after which the 
French decided they didnôt like Wealden clay as it was 
too ócoldô for red grapes and too ówetô for white and the 
drainage was deemed to be inadequate but it might be 
appealing to UK growers who use grape types used to or 
developed to cope with the British geological and climatic 
conditions. Fruit wines are being produced in Scotland 
and this year it is hoped to bottle the first proper grape 
wines at a vineyard in Upper Largo on the southern coast 
of Fife. There are several vineyards in Wales using a 
huge variety of grapes.  Most of these are small scale at 
this time but there a hopes that production and quality of 
wine will match those of producers here in England and 
the Continent. However, at this time, I have to conclude 
that a better return would be made for the land owners if 
it were to be returned to apple and plum production. 

I urge the Council to hold discussions with the landown-
ers to explore the possibilities of using their land to pro-
vide an income for them, to return the land to useful food 
production and to enhance the site as one that positively 
contributes to the rural aspect of this Village.

A MESSAGE FROM THE MINISTER 

Dear Friends, 

Thank you for allowing me into your home to share my 
thoughts. I pray that you are well and have had a good 
Easter break. Easter may be far gone, but let us return to 
Wednesday, 13 April 2022, two days before Good Friday. 
I was in my study pondering what to write for this month 
when I thought it reasonable to reflect on what Jesus did 
from Sunday to Wednesday of the Holy Week.  

Jesusô week began on Palm Sunday, so named because 
people waved palm branches in His honour as the Messi-
ah and laid some down to support His ride into Jerusa-
lem. The week was the most deliberate and purposeful in 
Jesusô life. It was six days before the crucifixion, and Je-
sus set out to fulfil a prophecy about Him in the Old Tes-
tament (Zechariah 9:9). On the Mount of Olives, He sent 
two of His disciples into a particular village to bring a don-
key with her colt to Him. The disciples followed Jesusô 
instructions to the letter to fulfil the prophecy. The pur-
pose was to make Him the centre of attraction, enabling 
Him to gain full recognition and acceptance. When Jesus 
occupies the centre of your life, family, or community, He 
stirs hearts and turns lives around.  

On Monday morning, He fulfilled another Old Testament 
prophecy concerning the purpose of the Temple (Isaiah 
56:7). He went into the Temple, drove out those sellers 
and money changers cheating worshippers and declared 
the Temple a place of prayer and not for thieves (Mark 
11:15 ï18). Abusing or misusing Godôs property displeas-
es Him. Paul writes, óDo you not know that your bodies 
are temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you 

have received from God? You are not your own; you 
were bought at a price. Therefore, honour God with your 
bodies.ô (1 Corinthians 6:19-20). Thus, God cares about 
how you and I use our bodies. To this end, Jesus cursed 
the out-of-season fig tree for having no figs, declaring that 
ancient Israel had become spiritually bankrupt (Mark 
11:12-14). He does not like the self-centred and pretend-
ers. Jesus loves you and me for who we are and wants 
us to come to Him in the same vein. 

Jesus spent Tuesday in Jerusalem teaching the parables 
of the Two Sons (Matthew 21:28 ï 32), The Owner of the 
Vineyard (Matthew 21:33 ï 46), The Wedding Banquet 
(Matthew 22:1 ï 14), the Good and Wicked Servants 
(Matthew 24:45 ï 51), the Ten Virgins (Matthew 25:1 ï 
13), and the Ten Talents (Matthew 25:14 ï 30). He also 
declared the Greatest Commandment: ñLove the Lord 
your God with all your heart, and your neighbour as your-
selfò (Matthew 22:37). Next, Jesus pronounced woes up-
on the Scribes and Pharisees (Matthew 23:13-39). Final-
ly, he commended the Widowôs Mite placed into the Tem-
ple offering plate (Luke 21:1 ï 4). Here was a man about 
to die but conscious of executing His fatherôs assignment 
to the full. Although life is hard and unfair and nothing 
seems to go according to plan, remember that Jesus is 
still working on your case. 

On the evening of Wednesday (today as I write), Mary 
anointed Jesus in Bethany (John 12:1 ï 8). The anointing 
was a special moment for Jesus. He would be on the 
cross in thirty-six hours, and Mary was the only person to 
have worked out His imminent crucifixion and resurrec-
tion. You may feel misunderstood and misjudged but re-
member that Jesus was there before you. He under-
stands you and has promised to be alongside you in all 
your troubles. May the Lord continue to bless you and 
your family.

The fraudsterôs goal is to steal your money or access your 
financial information by tricking you into allowing them to 
remotely connect to your computer or smartphone. 

How to protect yourself.   
¶ Only install software or grant remote access to your 
computer if youôre asked by someone you know and 
trust, such as a friend or family member, and never as a 
result of an unsolicited call, browser pop up, or text mes-
sage.
