DCllr Cashman provided details of one proposed route for the new high speed rail link which would follow the existing railway line which runs past the East side of Cheddington. Great concern was expressed at the implication that the new rail link could pass through Cheddington on the inside of the existing line which would have a huge detrimental impact on the village.  It was agreed to take immediate action and write to the Leaders of the Councils.  The Clerk was asked to compile a list of every aspect of the village that would be affected.  DCllr Cashman would keep members of the Parish Council informed of any developments.

CLERK’S REPORT ON MATTERS ARISING

39/10
The Clerk had received a reply from Sian Thomas regarding the next stage of the speed calming initiative.  The email confirmed that Bucks CC now had the resources to provide a quotation to carry out the works and Sian would ask David Cairney to contact the Parish Council and arrange a meeting.  The Clerk would follow this up in a week if no contact had been made by then.
The Clerk had contacted Bucks County Council regarding the traffic calming lamp post signs recently seen in the village of Kensworth and had been informed that the Traffic Management Team would need to make a site inspection initially.  A reference number was provided for follow up.

In response to the letter from Val Atkins, the Chairman and the Clerk met with Trevor Chrich, the Allotment Warden to discuss the issues raised in the letter.  In response to the concern over the frequent use of the allotments as an access point by Network Rail, the Clerk made enquiries and received a prompt response from Joe Murphy of NR who attended the site to inspect the damaged fence and gave his assurance that a repair would be made quickly.  He also promised to filter the message regarding unauthorised access to the Watford ‘arm’ of NR and was confident that there would be no further instances.
Beds and Luton Casualty Reduction Partnership had been contacted on a number of occasions to request more wheelie bin stickers.  The Clerk would continue to try and obtain more. 
The Clerk confirmed that a second letter had been sent to the resident regarding the hedge on the corner of Barkham Close/The Green but as yet no response had been received.

The Clerk reported that a stop-check had been carried out to confirm that the water bill received in March was for the allotments. Anglian Water has been asked to amend the wording on the billing address to reflect its proper location.

Jackie Wesley of Buckinghamshire County Council had sent an email to confirm that a quotation for the final stage of the Safe Walk Project should shortly be received from Simon Dudley and that the Parish Council has their support for achieving the funding for the final stage of the path.
The Clerk reported that the recycling area by the Village Hall was in need of a tidy up as overspill was collecting in the bushes behind the bins.  The Clerk was asked to put a request forward to the Handyman to see what he can do.

The Clerk had received a response from Tim Clark of Clark Contracting regarding complaints from residents about the increased usage of Cheddington High Street by Clark’s lorries.  Mr Clark cited the reason for increased traffic as a short-term local contract which had now been competed.  He also gave assurance that he would instruct drivers not to use the High Street unless absolutely necessary.
