88/10 REPORTS FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

Report from DCllr Cashman was postponed until his arrival at 9.00pm.
89/10 POLICE REPORT

PCSO Christine Baker reported that the Neighbourhood Action Group had been disbanded as it was decided that the format was not quite right.
Concern was expressed by the PCSO regarding ball games on The Green.  Often footballs are kicked over the fence into the road and the safety of children retrieving balls is a concern.  Discussion ensued regarding both positive and negative aspects of children playing ball games on The Green.  The Byelaws state that only hard balls may not be used (cricket, golf).  Council did not want to prohibit young families playing ball games on The Green but felt that perhaps a reminder of safety aspects and consideration for other users of the park area may be required.  It was felt that teenagers would be able to use the Recreation Ground for organised games of football. The Clerk was asked to draft a notice which the PCSO offered to deliver to houses in the village.

It was also reported that thefts from motor vehicles and number plates were occurring more frequently.

91/10 MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON 7th APRIL 2010
It was then RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting and to authorise the Chairman to sign as a correct record.

92/10 CLERK’S REPORT ON MATTERS ARISING

39/10 The Clerk had left several messages for both Sian Thomas and David Cairney of Bucks CC to try and arrange the meeting they had recommended take place.  Neither had returned any of the calls.
76/10 Best Kept Village entry has been received.  Judging will take place in June.

71/10 Email from resident regarding dissatisfaction with trimming of overhanging trees – Cllr Grant to speak to Love & Stileman.

45/10 Residents of 10 The Green had confirmed the hedge had been trimmed.  Council asked the Clerk to write again to thank them for undertaking the trimming but are aware that pedestrians are still finding it difficult to pass by.  Council suggested meeting up with the residents to agree a way forward.

80/10 The Clerk confirmed that the Steam Train from Kompan would be installed in the week commencing 17 May.  A 20% discount on the purchase price had been secured.

43/10 Council agreed to the handyman’s request to place a white background behind the new Cheddington sign to make it more prominent.  

53/10 Network Rail had fixed the fence at the allotments.

71/10 The Clerk had written to Bucks CC regarding changes to the mobile library service but no reply had been received to date.

79/10 Weed killer had been applied at the recreation ground and village hall but will need to be re-applied due to the rainfall shortly after application.
93/10 CORRESPONDENCE, CONSULTATION DOCUMENTS AND NOTIFICATION OF MEETINGS:

1. Letter to Council from Trevor Chrich, Allotment Warden re fruit trees on plot 27C & D – retrospective permission was granted on this occasion.  This is exceptional and in future tenants must apply in writing to Council.  The wording for fruit tree placement should be 'one tree for each quarter plot held' but Council would like to clarify that it is with the written approval of Council and it will be at this time that their placement will be considered.
2. Email from Petanque Club to request use of the Pavilion and Boules Pitch for meetings on 23/5, 27/6, 18/7, 15/8, 26/9 – liaise with other clubs involved.
3. Request from Bombardier Transportation to gather noise data from passing trains in the Rec grounds –granted.
4. SAVI Parish Council’s Summit, 6pm, Wednesday 26 May at Waddesdon Dairy – noted.
5. Letter from AVDC re High Speed 2 rail link – for circulation.
6. Letter from BCC re Parish Paths Partnership P3 Scheme – The Clerk to complete.
7. Letter from Cheddington Village Hall Management Committee re permission to hold tenth annual 

bonfire party – 6 November at the Rec – requiring closure of the field from 10:00-23:00 – granted.
8. Email from Cheddington Combined School forwarded from Avril Davies regarding putting in place a pedestrian crossing outside the school – Council give full support, no action was required from Council at present.
9. Letter from resident regarding trees and pebbles to the area facing 48 and 58 Goose Acre, expressing concern about their condition – the Tree Warden to take a look and review on Village Walk.
94/10 REPORTS FROM WORKING GROUPS

The Chairman reported on the meeting of the Finance Committee. At the Local Area Forum meeting the Parish Council had been awarded £6,000 of the Local Area Fund towards the completion of the footpath.  Bucks County Council had suggested that an interest free loan could be secured by the Parish Council via Bucks County Council to fund the balance (estimated cost of completion is £42,000).  Councillors discussed spreading the cost over two years if no further funding could be secured but were agreed that if this was not an option, to finance the remainder of the project through Council reserve funds.  A vote was called and agreed unanimously.

95/10  FINANCIAL MATTERS

96/10 REPORTS FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

DCllr Cashman arrives and presents his report.

There was no further news on the HS2 rail link.  An update was given following the AVDC Meeting – they are borrowing up to £34 million to fund the Waterside development.  They are hoping to recoup some of the costs back from the companies they are building premises for.  By 2013 the new buildings should be in place.

97/10 REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

DCllr Cashman reported that Avril Davies made a specific plea at the LAF for the resurfacing of Cheddington High Street and other badly affected roads in the village.  Another budget review is due in one month’s time when the County Council will decide whether they will carry out a ‘patch’ or a ‘mend’.  This means that work will now commence end of August at the earliest. 
98/10 VILLAGE WALK 

A date was made for the Village Walk – 26th May 7pm starting at Blenheim crossroads.

The Clerk was asked to instruct the mowing contractors to cut the grass shorter until further notice.
100/10 NEW TREE AT THE VILLAGE HALL
Cllr Banister reported that one of the newly planted trees at the Village Hall had not survived.  Cllr Grant offered to contact Love & Stileman regarding a replacement under guarantee.
101/10 DISCUSS 2010/2011 ALLOTMENT RENTS
2010/2011 Allotments agreed at 2009 Annual Meeting.  It was agreed to discuss 2011/2012 rents at the July meeting.
102/10 PLANNING MATTERS

103/10 FORWARD PLAN ITEMS

Action on the following forward plan items was agreed:

· Tree planting and maintenance. The Council thanked Tree Warden, Simon Lancaster for his efforts over the last year.  It was agreed to pay due attention to tree planting and maintenance during the forthcoming village walk.
· War Memorial renovation.  It was agreed to appraise the condition of the lettering on the memorial during the village walk and make a decision with regard to its renovation.

· Skate park ramps/funding/mobile skate park hire.  The Clerk had been asked to acquire details of the recently installed skate park in Great Missenden and to review the site during the village walk.

· Churchyard expansion project.  Council agreed a contribution of up to £1000 following receipt of the final estimation.
· Sixth Phase footway lighting improvements.  Underway.
· Support Summer Play Scheme.  Council agreed to provide financial support of £1300.
104/10 REPORT ON URGENT MATTERS

The Clerk was asked to report the large pothole at the end of Church Lane to Highways on Call.  
Pictures taken of Network Rail workers entering the village hall car park had been forwarded to Joe Murphy.  The vehicles had been captured close to midnight on two separate occasions.
