107/10 REPORTS FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

DCllr Cashman reported that the new theatre in Aylesbury would open in October.  Otherwise all was quiet.

108/10 POLICE REPORT

There was no-one present to report.

109/10 DISCLOSURES ON INTERESTS IN ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

None.

110/10 MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON 5th MAY 2010

It was then RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting and to authorise the Chairman to sign as a correct record.

111/10 CLERK’S REPORT ON MATTERS ARISING

45/10 Residents of 10 The Green had responded to the request to meet with members of the Council regarding the hedge but did not feel this was necessary as measurements taken by the resident showed a 3ft clearance – Cllr Ritchie and Cllr Banister would check guidelines and take measurements.

80/10 The Clerk confirmed that the Steam Train from Kompan was installed on 20 May.  

86/10 Mr Johnson had confirmed that he was happy to continue winding the clock but had mentioned that there appeared to be an occasional extra chime.  Council agreed not to take any action at present.

89/10 As discussed at the previous meeting, the Clerk had circulated a notice to Council regarding Ball Games on The Green, comments had been received from Cllrs and a final version agreed at the meeting – the Clerk was asked to forward this version to PCSO Christine Baker and to include in the July newsletter.

103/10 Details had been received from the Clerk at Missenden PC on their new skate park and were included in the circulation pack.

104/10 The Clerk reported on a conversation with Joe Murphy (NR) following CCTV footage of Network Rail workers accessing the village hall car park late at night on two separate occasions.  He was unable to approach individuals as number plate details had not been recorded but gave assurance that he would again raise this issue with his drivers.

112/10 CORRESPONDENCE, CONSULTATION DOCUMENTS AND NOTIFICATION OF MEETINGS:

1. Letter from Rose Cottage requesting use of car parks for the National Gardens Scheme on 20 June-granted.

2. Email from Jackie Wesley, BCC re Community car share scheme public meeting-14 July-the Clerk to find out details and bring forward to July meeting.

3. Email from Cheddington Pre-school – permission to hold ‘Tea on the Green’ – 1 July-granted

4. Email from Clerk at Radnage PC re interest in Community Speed Watch-the Clerk to forward Cllr Poll the details.

5. Letter from BCC advising of new communication portal – to include in circulation.

113/10 FINANCIAL MATTERS

a) The quotation from St Giles Church re graveyard extension was reviewed and the donation of £1000 agreed.

b) The receipts and payments were presented.  Year end figures showed an income of £59,149 and an expenditure of £60,816.  Council requested amendments to the account codes to reflect a clearer view of the figures presented in the Receipts and Payments Account which had no effect on the final figures.  Cllr Ritchie and the Clerk would review the presentation.  Council agreed that payment of £10,000 for the 3rd phase of the footpath completed in 2009 should be included in that years accounts pending receipt of the invoice from Bucks CC.

c) Financial report payments were approved and cheques signed accordingly.

d) The request from Cheddington School for the donation of a bench for the orchard area was discussed.  Council agreed that more information was required.  The Clerk would approach the school and bring findings to the next meeting.

114/10 REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

None.

115/10 REPORTS FROM WORKING GROUPS

None.

116/10 COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH REPORT

Cllr Poll reported on the Cheddington-on-Sea event held at Cheddington School on 15 May.  The speed watch equipment was set up to record speeds at the scooter slalom but due to bad weather, it could not be used very much.  Not many people had come forward to volunteer for the speed watch campaign.

117/10 COUNCIL’S RESPONSE TO AREA 13 SPEED LIMIT REVIEW

Council agreed that concerns over the proposed speed limit on Station Road being reduced to 30mph remained the same as in 2009, mainly the issue of parking after dark and also the enforcement of speed limits.  The Clerk would forward these comments to BCC.

118/10 QUOTATION FOR SALT BINS

Cllr Fee reported that the CRA had received a quotation from Bucks CC to purchase salt bins.  Bucks CC confirmed they could provide the bin (and refills on request) at a cost of £450 per bin.  The Council agreed to place one purchase order for 3 new salt bins, one to be funded by the PC and one by the CRA.  The Clerk would write to the Townsland Trust to request funding for the third bin.  The list of proposed sites would be forwarded to Bucks CC to obtain objective advice on where they should be located.

119/10 PERFECT VILLAGE SUNDAY

The Clerk would make contact with Richard Ross of Meadow Marquees to hire 50 chairs for the event.  Tables from the Methodist Hall would be used, Cllr Banister volunteered to organise cakes.  Refreshments would also be provided and a small charge made.  The Clerk would organise a float and contact the Pre-school to request that any bunting used at their event that week be left at The Green for PVS.  The Clerk would contact the PTA and ask to borrow the gazebo.  All Cllrs and the Clerk to meet at 12 noon on the day for set up.

120/10 TRAFFIC CALMING

The Clerk had finally received a response from David Cairney regarding the PC’s quotation for a raised feature road marking identifying the various stages of decision, approval and further costs involved in the consultation process.  The PC discussed the use of Radar Speed Monitoring Awareness Signs as a possible alternative to the raised feature road marking.  Bletchley currently have devices which show speeds in real time and the Clerk was asked to find out more about this type of device and bring to the next meeting.

121/10 VILLAGE WALK 

Actions were discussed as a result of this year’s village walk and are detailed in Appendix 2.

122/10 DISCUSS MOWING SCHEDULE

The grass was still not being cut short enough.  The Clerk was asked to again instruct the mowing contractors to cut the grass shorter until further notice.

123/10 PLANNING MATTERS 

a) To note planning applications:

10/00779/APP – 6 Church Hill, proposed part first floor extension above existing garage and part ground floor side extension and single storey front extension.

b) To note decisions:

124/10 REPORT ON URGENT MATTERS

Cllr Fee asked for an update on the application for Comma funding for the Safe Walk Project.  The Clerk advised that the application had received support from a large number of local people and that results would be made public in July.

125/10 DATE OF NEXT MEETING

The next Meeting of the Parish Council will take place on Wednesday 7th July 2010, 7.45 pm in the Village Hall side room. There being no further business the Chairman closed the meeting at 9.40pm.
