194/10 REPORTS FROM DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLORS

DCllr Cashman reported that a speed review was due to be discussed at the Local Area Forum the following evening.  Boundary issues affecting Cheddington would be raised at a meeting with Central Bedfordshire in Leighton Buzzard on 18 November at the White House, 8pm.  Cuts over the next four years would affect bus services and this would be discussed at the Transport Group meeting on 12 October at 7pm, to which everyone is invited to attend.  DCllr Cashman had joined Mentmore Parish Council on a short term until May 2011 elections.

195/10 POLICE REPORT

PC Christine Baker and PC Jared Levens reported on an initiative to report local news at meetings and encourage greater attendance from the public.  PC Levens was asked to email details to the Clerk.  The Police were to carry out speed checking in the following week in Cheddington and encouraged Councillors to persist with the village 'Speed Watch' campaign and to send data regularly.

196/10 DISCLOSURES ON INTERESTS IN ITEMS ON THE AGENDA

Cllr Grant disclosed an interest in item 15.

197/10 MINUTES OF THE MEETING ON 1st SEPTEMBER 2010

It was then RESOLVED to approve the minutes of the meeting and to authorise the Chairman to sign as a correct record.

198/10 CLERK’S REPORT ON MATTERS ARISING

Another notice had been placed in the newsletter asking horse riders and cyclists to desist in using Church Path.  Further enquiries were made to AVDC regarding signage but only small discs were available.  AVDC recommended the Clerk should source signs for the village to which the Council agreed.

169/10 Trees at the Village Hall and at Gooseacre had been trimmed around the lights.  BCC and AVDC had yet to trim the ones in their remit.

171/10 Planning details for 10 The Green had been passed to Cllr Hall for review.  The Clerk was asked to investigate the detail of the driveway further.

179/10 The Citizens Advice Bureau outreach programme had taken place although no posters were received to advertise the event and no dates for further visits given as requested.

182/10 Simon Dudley had not replied to the Clerk's phone messages or emails regarding a start date for completion of the footpath and provision of salt bins.  Cllr Ritchie would speak to Mr Dudley at the LAF meeting the following evening.

184/10 Wicksteed completed all maintenance work on the playground equipment at The Green on 17 September.   

185/10 Dates for 2011Council meetings had been sent to the Village Hall Booking Clerk.

187/10 The Handyman would strim the area beneath the trees at the Village Hall and keep it in check.

121/10 Village Walk – Transport for Bucks had inspected the bubbling tarmac on Station Road and reported that they had no plans to action this repair at present.

- The Clerk had sent an application to the War Memorials Trust after receiving a quotation for £450 to repair lettering on the Cheddington war memorial.

191/10 The Clerk reported that the Council printer was irreparable and a new one had been purchased for £105 plus VAT and a spare toner.  

The new Byelaws had been prepared and printed.  The Clerk had viewed the byelaw holders with the Handyman and reported that some would be repaired/replaced as they were in a poor state.

Tree trimmings had been found under the trees adjacent to the Village Hall. The Clerk was asked to put another notice in the newsletter asking residents to desist in dumping waste and to use any burnable items on the village bonfire in November.

200/10 FINANCIAL MATTERS

a) Agree payments in accordance with financial report (Appendix 1) The Clerk was asked to circulate the Financial Appendix the day before the meeting for review.

b) To consider draft Forward Plan for 2011/2012 – Cllrs to review and send any items for inclusion to the Clerk.

c) To consider draft budget/precept proposals for 2011/2012 – The Finance Group to meet and decide on the budget application for presentation at the November meeting.

d) To consider the request from St Giles Church for additional funding of £250 to support planning costs incurred when changing the use of the land to extend the graveyard – approved.

It was agreed to move 'Financial Matters' to the end of the meeting to allow for any cheques of an urgent nature to be approved, written and signed at that meeting.

201/10 REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE ORGANISATIONS

Cllr Banister would be attending the Beacon Villages meeting and asked if there were any items to take forward.

Cllr Richards reported on the social media training course she recently attended.  It was agreed to circulate notes from the course to Councillors and include the item on November's agenda.

202/10 REPORTS FROM WORKING GROUPS

The Clerk was asked to bring the Pavilion contact information sheet up to date and to circulate the 'conditions of use' to Councillors for comment.

203/10 COMMUNITY SPEED WATCH REPORT

Cllr Poll reported on the difficulty in securing volunteers for data collection despite repeated requests in the newsletter and on the website.  A number of volunteers within the Council had come forward to collect data and activity would commence on the coming Saturday. 

204/10 TO AGREE COUNCIL REPRESENTATIVE TO LAY REMEMBRANCE DAY WREATH

Cllr Grant volunteered to lay the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council on Remembrance Sunday.

205/10 TO REVIEW CASUAL WORKER MAINTENANCE SCHEDULE

The Clerk was asked to obtain a schedule from the Handyman of tasks currently being carried out on a regular basis.  It was agreed to invite the Handyman to a brief meeting to review regular tasks.

206/10 MOWING DATES

The mowing schedule was reviewed.  The Clerk was asked to contact the mowers to request that the grass be cut shorter.  The three year contract with the current mowers was due to expire this year and requests for tender would need to be sent out shortly.  The Clerk was asked to circulate the current tender document to Council for review at the November meeting.

207/10 ALLOTMENTS

a) The Allotment Warden reported that the waiting list would be extinguished by the end of the week.

b) The outstanding application for a shed on an individual allotment plot was reviewed.  Council agreed that sheds would not be permitted on individual allotments and requested that the rules be amended to reflect this.  The request for a shed on plot 19 was therefore declined.  It was agreed to allow storage boxes with a maximum height of 4ft without the prior permission of Council.

c) The water trough had been installed and the pipe was in place. Connection should be complete by the end of the week.

d) It was agreed to proceed with the idea to open up plots near the railway line for fruit trees.  The Allotment Warden was asked to bring draft rules and suggestions for rental charges to the next meeting.

e) The request from the tenant of plots 17B & C for a greenhouse was denied.

f)   Council agreed to terminate the tenancy of plots 12B & C for failure to adhere to rule 16B.  The Clerk would issue the notice.
