Cllr Grant would investigate the requirements for registering land within Cheddington.

245/10 RURAL HOUSING FOR THE ELDERLY – IMMEDIATE ACTION REQUIRED

It was agreed to compile a questionnaire for inclusion in the February newsletter to determine public demand for housing for the elderly in Cheddington and to ascertain the type of housing most needed.  Cllr Fee would make enquiries about the best way to include a questionnaire within the newsletter.

Council were pleased to see that work had begun on the footpath but acknowledged that due to the severe temperatures, progress could be unavoidably slow.

The Clerk had still not received a response from David Cairney of Bucks County Council despite assistance from CClrr Avril Davies.  The Clerk was asked to pursue the matter with Bucks County Council.

The Clerk was asked to contact DCllr Cashman with regard to question 1 in the Public Forum.

Cllr Hall commented that the temporary outdoor ice-skating rink in Wendover was a lovely idea for Christmas and offered to find out details should it be something that Cheddington might wish to introduce in the future.

The Clerk was asked to put a notice in the newsletter to dissuade residents from keeping excessive amounts of money in their homes over concerns that elderly people particularly can be reluctant to use banks. 

The Chairman advised that he had recently moved out of the village and gave his resignation from the Council with immediate effect.  Cllr Ritchie relinquished the Chairmanship to Cllr Grant (Vice Chairman).  Cllr Grant accepted the role of Chairman until the May elections, thanking Cllr Ritchie for his efforts to date.  The Clerk was asked to confirm with BALC that the Council could function in it's current form until the elections.
