New Byelaws Amended

In an attempt to protect the open space land opposite the village hall adjacent to the allotments by including the land in the Byelaws, and on the advice from the Department for Communities and Local Government the motor vehicles byelaw was deleted. This nearly resulted in loss of vehicular access across the land to the allotments.  As the Parish Council explained at the March meeting, this was a genuine oversight and will be rectified.  The inclusion of the motor vehicles byelaw in the amended byelaws will be put to the Council for approval at the April meeting.  The Council therefore would like to give notice once again of its intention to apply for confirmation of the adopted Byelaws to the Secretary of State.  Copies of the Byelaws will be kept by the Clerk and will be available for inspection by arrangement on any weekday during usual office hours for one calendar month from 2nd April 2009. Any objection to the application for confirmation of the byelaws may be made by letter addressed to Communities and Local Government Byelaws Section, 5/G10 Eland House, Bressenden Place, London SW1E 5DU (no later than one week after the closing date for inspection).

Cheddington Station Update

The refurbishment of Cheddington Station started in January.  The waiting room, booking hall and toilets will be redecorated and minor repairs carried out.  A new ticket vending machine is on order. Passenger information systems will be replaced with state of the art information screens displaying ‘real-time’ train running information, new help points and an automated public address system. Modernisation of the platforms is due for completion in early spring.

A418 Wing Bypass

Current information from AVDC suggests that there is unlikely to be a decision on the route of the A418 before September 2009.
