Community Speed Watch    

Speed Watch is a traffic-monitoring scheme that is coordinated by Bucks CC and Thames Valley Police, but managed and run by volunteers in the community. The Parish Council has ordered a speed detection radar kit at a cost of £2000 to enable trained members of the community to gather data on motorist speeding through the village. 2008/9 Precept Increase

The Parish Council has decided to increase the precept for the forthcoming year by only 3% to £47,833. This means an increase per week of only 9 pence for a Band D house.  The increase in precept is in line with the Parish Council’s 5 year financial plan and will enable the Council to provide the current level of services and facilities for the village, continue its programme of footway lighting improvements and support for the village hall, as well as building reserves for other major capital projects in the future, such as traffic calming, creation of footpaths and replacement of fencing at the recreation ground.

Airfield Application to Increase Lorry Movements REFUSED

At the meeting of the Planning Committee on 21st December both Cairn’s and Camier’s applications to increase lorry movement were turned down and in addition the Committee endorsed enforcement action on all breaches of planning control. The Parish Council wishes to thank everyone involved with CALM (Campaign Against Lorry Menace) for their hard work and congratulate them on the success of the campaign so far.

New Play Equipment at The Green
Installation of the new play equipment is due to start at the beginning of February for completion by the end of February. Whilst work is being carried out, it will be necessary to fence off areas of the Green and the Parish Council would like to apologise for any inconvenience this might cause and thank you for your cooperation – it will be worth it!

Safe Walk Project to Cooks Wharf

The Parish Council has submitted a bid to the Aylesbury Vale Local Committee for funding to commence a safe walk project from the old allotment field towards Cooks Wharf to link up with the two public footpaths to Marsworth and Pitstone.

Aircraft Noise

Latest from Bucks Association for Local Councils representative on the London Luton Airport Consultation Committee reports that a public consultation is expected this year when a reduction in the number of planes flying over Cheddington and changes to routes across the south east plus more advance air traffic control procedures to reduce noise levels on descent approach.  In the meantime we are encouraged to complain to Luton if the planes are intrusive (noise@ltn.aero) to try to ensure their statistics are a fair reflection of people’s feelings.

A418 Alternative Report

A public meeting was held on 15th January 2008 hosted by Wing Parish Council. At the meeting an A418 Alternative Report published on 11th January commissioned in Spring 2007 by Bucks CC and Friends of the Earth to look at alternatives to road building along the A418 corridor was made available for public viewing. The report explores what could be achieved by increasing the use of public transport, cycling and walking initiatives to reduce the volume of traffic on the A418. Bucks CC will be reviewing the findings in the report before making any decisions about the way forward.
