Allotments

If you are experiencing a problem with rats on your allotment, the advice from the professionals is to put fine chicken wire under and on the top of your composter. Another option would be to use a product called ‘Garrotta’ which is sprinkled in layers and helps decompose quicker, but is unpalatable to rats. Kitchen waste should not be put in the bins, as this could be what is attracting the rats.

Safe Walk/Cycle Project

Work on phases 1 and 2 of the Safe Walk/Cycle Path, which will extend from the old allotment field around the bend up to the public footpath to Marsworth, is due to commence towards the end of the summer. The project will be funded jointly by Bucks County Council Highways and monies received by the Parish Council for sports and recreational facilities, as part of the Affordable Housing Project development. In the future, the Parish Council hopes to obtain enough funding to continue the path up to the public footpath to Pitstone on the other side of the road 
as well as providing a safe footpath from Blenheim crossroads up to Mentmore spinney.
