Help your Parish Council Identify Maintenance Jobs for Bucks CC Parish Gangs

Bucks County Council have asked Parish Councils to help identify work that needs doing around the parish.  Extra funding is available in 2009/10 for repairs and maintenance works and parish gangs of 2 men, who will operate for 1 or 2 weeks in each community area, returning every 4 or 5 weeks on a cyclical programme. Each gang will be equipped to deal with small works such as overgrown vegetation, sign cleaning, and graffiti removal.  In addition there will be a planning and patching programme for roads and footpaths. So please help the Parish Council to identify the work that needs doing in and around Cheddington.
