Changes to Cheddington Bus Timetables

Changes will take effect from Monday 21st April.

From 1st April residents aged 60 and over and disabled people will not only be eligible for free bus travel on all local buses that start or finish in Aylesbury Vale, but anywhere in England. All existing bus pass holders will be issued with a new style ‘smart card’ bus pass.  There is no need to do anything – the new pass and explanatory letter will be sent in the post.  Anyone who does not currently have a bus pass can request an application form by ringing 01296 585656.  Information is available on the council’s website www.aylesburyvaledc.gov.uk/buspass.

Partridge Close Affordable Housing 

AVDC have confirmed 23 applications for shared ownership units, which are being processed.  Under this scheme people are eligible to part buy as little as 30%, or as much as 80% of a dwelling.  Six prospective tenants have been nominated for the rented units so far; all either live in Cheddington or have a family connection to Cheddington. 

Camier’s Appeal to Increase Lorry Movements

Mr Camier has lodged an appeal against the decision of Bucks CC to refuse planning permission (ref. 07/20009/AWD) to increase lorry movements per day from 82 to 124. Mr Camier intends to show that the proposal will not generate a significant level of disturbance to the amenity of local residents and other road users.  An inspector appointed by the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister will determine the appeal. Comments must be received no later than 7th April 2008 to the Planning Inspectorate. 

Terminal Control North – Airspace Change Proposal

The Terminal Control North region is one of the most complex areas of airsapce in the world, with routes in and out of major airports including Heathrow, Stansted, Luton and London City.  All these airports have grown considerably in the past 20 years and this growth has been accommodated within the existing airspace infrastructure. Changes to flight paths in and out of Luton Airport will affect parts of the Aylesbury Vale district, particularly the Chiltern Hills and parishes to the east and north east of Aylesbury. National Air Traffic Services (NATS) is seeking feedback on its proposal before submitting it to the UK airspace regulator, the Civil Aviation Authority.  The consultation process started on 21st February 2008 and runs until 22nd May 2008.  All comments received during this period will be analysed and summarised in a report to be published on the NATS website by 22nd June 2008. County Council to spend over £3.5M on Highway Maintenance in 2008/9

As part of proposals local communities will be blitzed by dedicated pothole and patching repair gangs from April through to October 2008 and a more responsive process for dealing with ‘dangerous’ pothole requests is planned. Calls received by Highways on Call will be passed direct to contractors Fitzpatrick, creating a more efficient and customer responsive system. Fitzpatrick will also have a white lining gang and 6 local community gangs equipped to carry out general tasks such as cleaning road signs, trimming overgrown hedges, removing weeds.
