Police

Precept 2009/10

The Parish Council has agreed to increase the 2009/10 Precept by only 3% to £49,268 in line with the 5 year plan. The Council intends to continue its programme of lighting improvements, but will need to secure funding from outside sources in order to complete the footpath to Cooks Wharf, and the Council may need to make a contribution towards the project from existing reserves too.

New Byelaws Adopted

The Council hereby gives notice of its intention to apply for confirmation of the adopted Byelaws to the Secretary of State.  The new Byelaws have been amended to incorporate the old allotment field and land outside the allotments within the Village Hall grounds. Copies of the Byelaws will be kept by the Clerk and open for inspection by arrangement with the Clerk on any weekday during usual office hours for one calendar month from 1st March 2009. Any objection to the application for confirmation of the byerlaws may be made by letter addressed to Communities and Local Government Byelaws Section, 5/G10 Eland House, Bressenden Place, London SW1E 5DU (no later than one week after the closing date for inspection) before the byelaws are confirmed.
