Allotments

If you are experiencing a problem with rats on your allotment, the advice from the professionals is to put fine chicken wire under and on the top of your composter. Another option would be to use a product called ‘Garrotta’ which is sprinkled in layers and helps decompose quicker, but is unpalatable to rats. Kitchen waste should not be put in the bins, as this could be what is attracting the rats.
