Area 13 Speed Limit Review

We have been advised by Bucks CC that the speed limit review for our area has recommenced. Public consultation will take place this summer and new limits will be in place by the autumn 2009.

Previous draft proposals are now being reassessed and more recent requests for speed limit changes will be considered.  Som additional speed and traffic volume measurements have been required and the most recent crash records are being investigated.  The Parish Council will keep you informed.

Help your Parish Council Identify Maintenance Jobs for Bucks CC Parish Gangs

Bucks County Council have asked Parish Councils to help identify work that needs doing around the parish.  Extra funding is available in 2009/10 for repairs and maintenance works and parish gangs of 2 men, who will operate for 1 or 2 weeks in each community area, returning every 4 or 5 weeks on a cyclical programme. Each gang will be equipped to deal with small works such as overgrown vegetation, sign cleaning, graffiti removal.  In addition there will be a planing and patching programme for roads and footpaths. So please help the Parish Council to identify the work that needs doing in and around Cheddington. AVDC Village Bulk Refuse Freighter

The refuse freighter will visit the garage forecourt at Barkham Close from 12 noon until 3.30 pm on the following dates:
Wednesday 19th August 2009 

Tuesday, 10th November 2009

The service is for household waste only and cannot accept:

· Any electrical items

· Clinical waste e.g. syringes, used dressings

· Car parts, including tyres, exhausts, batteries, oil

· Hazardous waste e.g. asbestos

· Commercial or business waste

· Building rubble

· Paints, liquids or garden chemicals

Have You Got the Bottle? 

For anyone with a medical condition or who feels vulnerable while living at home, this is an emergency information scheme and provides emergency services with vital dtails of any illness or allergy. Designed to be stored in your fridge, the pot contains a form ready to complete with all your personal and medical details, including prescriptions and allergies, two stickers, one for your fridge door and one for behind your front door.  In the case of emergency the fire, police or ambulance service will be alerted by the ‘Emergency Cross’ sticker on your door retrieve your message in a bottle from the fridge and ensure your details accompany you to hospital should the need arise.

Buckinghamshire Family Information Service

This is a new service being set up by BCC to help families and those who work with families find the information and advice they need and is part of the Government’s Parent Know How Programme.

It will be accessible by phone, website or face-to-face through staff at various locations across the county.
