Police Report

Crime figures for Cheddington from April until the end of September 2008:

4 incidents of anti social behaviour, 4 reports of suspicious persons, 3 reports of suspicious vehicles, 2 theft of vehicles, 1 theft from vehicle, 1 theft from outbuilding, 1 attempted theft, 3 burglaries, 2 parking problems in Station Road, 2 road traffic collisions, 2 chalk marks outside houses and 3 parked vehicle obstructions.

Recreation Ground Car Park Marking

Car park markings at the recreation ground car park are due to be repainted in early November, please note that the car park will be closed for public parking whilst the work is being carried out.  

Green Fence

A team of community service workers has recently repainted the fence around the Green and the Methodist Church, as well as cleaning the War Memorial stonework. As there was no labour charge for the work, a saving of £1700 was made compared to the cost of the work in 2004.

Community Speedwatch – More Volunteers Urgently Needed

Some volunteers have received training on the equipment, but more are needed, so that a rota can be drawn up for regular monitoring of traffic speeds through the village.  The equipment is very easy to use as Parish Councillors Chris Poll and Stuart Ritchie found out when they put the equipment to the test at the beginning of September. So please, if you have a couple of hours a week to spare and would like to help your community by volunteering to help gather speed data in the High Street, please contact the Clerk.  Thank you.

Speedwatch speed data collection sessions were held at the beginning of October, when 8 vehicles were measured going at speeds of 36-38 mph past the Three Horseshoes PH over a period of 1.5 hours.  The Council hopes that none of the speeding vehicles were villagers!

DON’T FORGET -  please make sure you scoop the poop!

Some dog owners are still not cleaning up after their dogs - it is dirty, disgusting, anti-social behaviour and a danger to health.  Please help the Parish Council eliminate this problem and the potential risk to health by keeping Cheddington free of dog mess. Poop scoops bags are still available free from Mason’s Stores, so there really is no excuse! Thank you.
