Rented Properties on Rural Exception Schemes
Prior to May 2009 anyone interested in renting a home from the District Council had to complete forms and go on the housing register.  In May 2009 the housing register became obsolete and a new initiative was rolled out across the County, called Bucks Home Choice (BHC). On rural exception schemes local connection to the village will still be the number one priority for nomination for these homes. Applicants looking for a tenancy and existing tenants wanting to transfer will now be able to see properties available on the BHC website www.buckshoomechoice.gov.uk.   It is very important that parishioners in villages where there is a rural exception scheme or one planned for the future are made aware of BHC and the fact that they must register and express an interest to be considered for a rented property.
