Bucks County Council announces cuts to Cheddington Buses
Due to reducing budgets will result in the withdrawal of some bus services to Cheddington and surrounding villages.  The services affected include routes: 
167 – Ivinghoe – Leighton Buzzard (Tuesdays only)
172 – Cheddington – Dunstable (Wednesdays only)
175 – Ivinghoe – Hemel Hempstead (Thursdays only).
Bucks County Council is looking at ways to incorporate the 154,156,167,172 and 175 services into the county rider 162 timetables.  Bus users should make their views known on preferred destinations and day of travel for any revised routes. Keep Cheddington Tidy and Litter Free
Often the Green is littered with cans and wrappers after the weekend.  There are plenty of litter bins provided in that area, so please use them and help keep our village looking tidy!

Network Rail Vehicles in Village Hall Car Park
Network Rail should not be accessing the railway line through the fence behind the allotments, so if you see Network Rail or their contractors’ vehicles parking in the village hall car park, please help the Parish Council put a stop to this by making a note of the vehicle registration number and calling the Clerk on 01296 662707 or email details to parishcouncil@cheddington.org.uk  Network Rail are aware and are taking steps to ensure that these vehicles use the proper access routes to the railway line in future.  They will also be undertaking repairs to the damage to the fence caused by contractors.

Help Your Parish Council Identify Maintenance Jobs for Bucks CC Parish Gangs
Bucks County Council have asked Parish Councils to help identify work that needs doing around the parish.  Extra funding is available in 2009/10 for repairs and maintenance works and parish gangs of 2 men, who will operate for 1 or 2 weeks in each community area, returning every 4 or 5 weeks on a cyclical programme. Each gang will be equipped to deal with small works such as overgrown vegetation, sign cleaning, and graffiti removal.  In addition there will be a planning and patching programme for roads and footpaths. So please help the Parish Council to identify the work that needs doing in and around Cheddington. Email details to the Clerk or put a note in her post box so that the work can be scheduled as quickly as possible.
