Tim Fowler, Group Manager Area Maintenance & Management North, said: "I would
urge people to be sensible and drive according to road conditions.  Do not
assume a road has been salted. Our forecasting service is normally very good
but, on this occasion, an unexpected drop in temperature left us unprepared."
