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More residents catch the bus following Eden opening
Since the opening of Eden, more and more High Wycombe residents are realising the benefits of travelling into town by bus with an increase of over 19% in bus passengers now compared to before Eden on the popular rainbow routes town services 
Wycombe’s Park & Ride service has led the way with passenger increases of over 58%.  All services on the rainbow routes network have seen more passengers with Orange route 39 taking 42% more passengers than the previous year.
Inter-urban services have also seen passenger rises of 28% as more people travel to High Wycombe to shop at Eden.  Line 40 from Thame to High Wycombe has done particularly well taking a massive 60% more passengers.
All Rainbow routes services take passengers into the bus station in the heart of the Eden complex, giving direct access to all that Eden has to offer without the hassle of parking.  The ultra-modern bus station provides excellent facilities with a café and seating as well as high tech real time information screens.  All this makes the bus the smartest option for travelling to and from the centre.  
Valerie Letheren, Cabinet Member for Transportation said “The Rainbow routes network gives a great opportunity for residents in High Wycombe to travel into town without having to use the car and the increase in passenger numbers shows Buckinghamshire County Council’s continued dedication to improving bus travel.  With the introduction of schemes like nextBus, real time information, allowing passengers to track their bus’s journey, bus travel is set to become even more attractive to residents.”
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
