1.  Apologies for Absence

CCllr Avril Davies gave her apologies for absence. Her emailed annual report will be published on the Parish Council web page of the Cheddington village website.

2. Minutes of Parish Assembly held on 19th March 2008

It was RESOLVED to approve the Minutes and the Chairman signed them.

3. Matters Arising from the Minutes of 19th March 2008

Age Concern is amalgamating with Help The Aged in April 90.

4. Police Report

PCSO Christine Baker presented her report to the meeting. She has attended coffee mornings in Barkham Close with Jake Houchen, Chair of Youth Council, the Police surgeries, which were held approximately every 3 months, although attendance was low as well as Neighbourhood Watch meetings in the village.  The Christian Police Federation’s Adopt a Cop has been adopted by St. Giles Church and Christine has been in touch with Kim Key and the Neighbourhood Action Group through the school to ‘Make a Commitment’ (to stay within the speed limit).

Annual crime figures for Cheddington, were no worse than last year: 8 burglaries (one offender caught before Christmas), 5 cars stolen (some attached to burglaries), 2 number plates stolen (advise is to use unscrewable fixings), and some calls of a sexual nature before Christmas, for which someone has been arrested. There were a number of incidents of hare coursing and sheep on the road and 12 reports of suspicious people in the village.  Christine has tried to tackle the problem of parking on the pavements and cars parking without lights in Station Road.  Thames Valley Police have received 24 calls about ASBs and PCSO Christine Baker will get together to discuss this with the Youth Council.

5. Report from DCllr Cashman

DCllr Cashman thanked the Parish Council for making him welcome at meetings and presented his report on the following:

Copies of the accounts for the Town Lands Trust for the year ending 31st March 2008 were available at the meeting.  The Clerk read the report from the Thomas Pratt Charity provided by Philip Roff. The Charity distributed £150 in 2008 to deserving people in the village.
8. Report from Chair of Youth Council

Jake took over as Chair in September 2008 and has a newly elected committee, including one female, so new team, new start and their aim is to make a difference in the community. They have been in contact with the District and County Council and thanked the Parish Council for their support.  Jake has been along to Pitstone Parish Council to promote the Youth Council, to encourage a sister group in Pitstone.  Plans for the new skate park are forging ahead and proving very popular.  Plans of the proposed park were available to view at the meeting.  The Youth Council has successfully secured free equipment for Youth4Youth from a youth club that has recently closed.  Jake stressed that the Youth Council is very approachable and would welcome the views of the community.
