Media release: New Speed Limits for A418 – Have Your Say

Buckinghamshire County Council would like to hear from motorists, residents and other road users who use the A418 between Aylesbury and Leighton Buzzard about their proposals to introduce lower speed limits on part of that route.

The review of speed limits on the A418 has been brought forward in its countywide speed limit review in response to public concerns about traffic conditions since the opening of the Stoke Hammond Bypass. 

The public consultation period for the proposed new speed limits starts on 26th November 2008 and runs until 9th January 2009. We would like to hear from anyone who has an interest in this area as public feedback in previous areas has meant that some proposals were changed.

The main changes proposed are:
· A418 Bierton Village – Retain short length of 40mph at Aylesbury end and reduce to 30mph for remainder of the built up area;

· A418 Rowsham Village – Reduce speed limit to 40mph throughout whole village;

· A418 Ascott – Reduce speed limit from National speed limit  to 40mph from the northern end of the existing 30mph at Wing around the Ascott bend to include the entrance to Ascott House.

Other roads where lower speed limits are proposed to complement the A418 proposals are: 

· Gib Lane & Hulcott Lane, Bierton – proposed 30mph;

· Bennetts Lane, Brewhouse Lane and Manor Road, Rowsham – proposed 30mph;

· Well Lane & Lower Ascott, Wing – proposed 40mph.
